The dome
is 365 feet high, 88 feet shorter than St. Peter’s. If you’re up to climb-
ing 528 steps, you can go to the top of the golden gallery which offers
amazing views of the city.

Photography is not allowed inside the church, but you are wel-
come to take cameras to the two outside galleries — the golden gal-
lery and the stone gallery near the base of the dome at 376 steps
above the ground floor. There is an admission charge for tours, but
visitors may attend the worship service at no cost.

St. Paul’s has played a major role in the life of the city. Since Quin’s
Victoria Diamond Jubilee, it has been the site of royal jubilee celebra-
tions, and royal wedding ceremonies including Prince Charles and Lady
Diana’ wedding were held there.
